17-4018 BRAKE PEDAL TIP INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

1. Using an 8mm T-Handle or Socket, remove both bolts holding OEM brake pedal tip. (FIG 1)

2. Line up the Enduro Engineering Brake Pedal tip to the brake pedal arm and determine which set of holes you wish to use.

3. Start both of the provided M5x12 bolt through the desired holes of the brake pedal tip and thread into the brake pedal arm.
4. Using a 6mm T-Handle or Socket, tighten both bolts that were started in step 3. (FIG 2)

5. Have fun and enjoy your next ride. (FIG 3)
