Using an 8mm t-handle or socket remove the right side panel. (Fig 1)
Pull the left side panel off. (Fig 2)

Using an 8mm t-handle or socket remove the seat bolt. (Fig 3)

Using an 8mm t-handle or socket remove the gas tank bolt. (Fig 4)

Note: Turn off the fuel valve and disconnect the gas line. (Fig 5)

Using a 4mm allen wrench drain the coolant. (Fig 7)

With no coolant in the bike remove all of the radiator hoses from the
radiators.

Push the plastic radiator louvers towards the center of the bike to remove
them from the radiators. (Fig 8)

Using an 8 mm t-handle or socket remove the 4 radiator mounting bolts.

Connect support rods using Méx16 button head bolts.

Using an 8mm t-handle or socket remove the shroud bolts and remove the

m Install one STRAIGHT rod at the bottom of the radiator brace labeled R1.
m Install one offset rod at the top of the same piece.

m NOTE: Notice the offset orientation, be sure the rod is offset towards the front
of the bike. See (Fig 9)

m Slide the brace over the radiator and onto the mounting posts on the frame.

m Using an 8mm t-handle or socket and the supplied 6x16 hex head bolts,
6x22 washers followed by the supplied washers, mount the radiators to the
frame. (Fig 10)

m Using the supplied 6x16 button head bolts connect R2 to the rods, and use
the 6x8 button head bolts to connect R1 and R2 on the back side. (Fig 11)

m Repeat steps 10-13 for L1 and L2. (Fig 12 shows left side orientation)
m Reinstall all of the radiator hoses and tighten the clamps.

m Install the plastic louvers.

m Install the gas tank, replenish the coolant.

m Install the supplied rubber straps through the mounting holes in the shrouds
(Fig 13), pull them across the radiator louvers and hook them on the inside
radiator brace tab. (Fig 14)

m Reinstall the seat, as well as the side panels.
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
